
Interview by Qatar News Agency with H.E.Dr. S. Jaishankar, Minister of 

External Affairs on 28 December, 2020 in Doha-Qatar 

 

Indian Minister of External Affairs: We are satisfied with our relations with 

Qatar and we value its efforts in dealing with the Corona epidemic and its 

preparations for the World Cup 

 

Doha, December 29 (QNA) / His Excellency Dr. S.Jaishankar, Minister of External 

Affairs of the Republic of India described the relations between his country and the 

State of Qatar as historical and strategic and a trusted relations, and affirmed that the 

two sides continuous desire to develop their relations in various fields in the interest 

of the two countries and their friendly peoples. 

 

His Excellency added, in this regard, in an interview with the Qatar News Agency 

(QNA), "There is a very deep historical and cultural relationship between India and 

Qatar. I saw this for myself when I went to the wonderful Qatar National Museum, 

which highlights the depth of the ties, friendship and cultural heritage between us, 

and what it includes." Of Indian collections that deeply reflect our common history. " 

 

His Excellency the Indian Minister of External Affairs expressed his satisfaction and 

deep satisfaction at the level reached by relations between Doha and New Delhi, 

especially with regard to the energy and economy sector, and said in this context, 

"There is a very deep satisfaction between us ... in the modern era Qatar has become 

a great energy resource in the world and we are." A large consumer of it, and energy 

is a very strong basis for our relations, in addition to what we are witnessing of a 

significant increase in the volume of trade between us, so the challenge today for us 

is to move forward with these relations, with a good foundation, a very strong history 

and very great satisfaction, and to explore new opportunities for cooperation and the 

perceptions that we can carry out in these areas. " 

 

He stressed the importance of the successful talks held in Qatar and the fruitful 

results that resulted from them, noting that the Qatari and Indian sides are ready to 

upgrade their partnerships to a higher level, and to consider areas that go beyond their 

traditional cooperation, and to search for priorities and opportunities and how to 

exploit them, adding in a related context, "We were." We mean the army, police and 

intelligence when we talked about the security of our country in the past, today we 

mean health and food, and energy as well. " 

 

His Excellency said, "I came here precisely because my Prime Minister, Mr. 

Narendra Modi, wanted to convey his personal gratitude to His Highness Sheikh 

Tamim bin Hamad Al Thani, the Emir of the country and the Qatari government for 

the way they took care of the Indian community during the Corona crisis.  We are 

very grateful for that. And we are very proud that many of them are contributing in a 

very good way to the renaissance of Qatar. " 

 



His Excellency Dr. S. Jaishankar expressed his great appreciation and respect for the 

decisive measures taken by the State of Qatar to confront the Corona epidemic, 

adding in this regard, "We in India did not have a good experience everywhere, but  

we saw in Qatar a truly ideal situation, from the beginning the government was 

decisive." Because of that, It was able to control the spread of the virus. " 

 

"With regard to caring for people, we greatly appreciate that the Qatari government 

has taken care of the citizens and everyone who lives on the land of Qatar, which is 

also a model for the world ... I also appreciate the contribution of Qatar Airways to 

operate many flights to transport stranded people to their countries." I have told the 

CEO of Qatar Airways that we notice their contribution, the possibility of travel 

between India and Qatar. " 

 

And he added, "These are difficult times. In difficult times, if countries, governments, 

leaders and people do a good job and behave well, there will be no negative 

memories of those difficult times, and in the case of Qatar, this is really my 

experience."
